THE INN AT PORT HADLOCK

In April OPES was honored to host Rick Smalls and his wife Darcy of Woodward Canyon Winery.
Rick is without argument one of the founding fathers of the Washington State wine industry. He and
buddy Gary Figgins of Leonetti started to test the potential of Walla Walla fruit almost 40 years ago.

Their early success in the late 70's and early 80's set the stage for what has become a world famous
wine region. Woodward Canyon officially opened in 1981 and has been making what are, more of-
ten than not, the finest wines the state has to offer.

We tasted seven wines, three whites and four reds, ranging in price from $25 to $77. These include
the Washington State Chardonnay (WE 92), Estate Red (WE 90), Charbonneau (WE90), and the
2003 "Old Vine" Cabernet (WE93), Parker 91.

Executive Chef George Eubanks, formerly of the Barking Frog in Woodinville, provided perfect cui-
sine to match our wines. After buffet style hors d'oeuvres featuring pan seared scallops with a beau-
tiful Dry Riesling, we sat down to a Bibb salad with grilled pears and passion fruit paired with Rick's
Chardonnay. Two entrees were served: a Hoisen Marinated Pork Tenderloin paired with the 2002
Estate Red and the 2003 Charbonneau Bordeaux blend; and Pepper Crusted Beef with Bousin
Cheese paired with the 2006 Walla Walla and the 2003 Old Vine Cabernet Sauvignon. Dessert was
a fruit presentation paired with a medium dry White Riesling.

Joe Euro, a superb guitarist and the owner of The Wine Seller in Port Townsend, entertained us with
instrumental jazz and several of his own compositions.
